Luke 2:9-10, “And, lo, THE ANGEL OF THE LORD came upon them, and the glory of the Lord shone round about them:
and they were SORE AFRAID. And the angel said unto them, FEAR NOT: for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great
joy, which shall be to all people.”

Judges 13:22, “And Manoah said unto his wife, We shall surely die, because WE HAVE SEEN GOD.”

Matthew 28:2-5, “And, behold, there was a great earthquake: for THE ANGEL OF THE LORD descended from heaven, and
came and rolled back the stone from the door, and sat upon it. His countenance was like lightning, and his raiment
white as snow: And for FEAR OF HIM the keepers did shake, and became as dead men. And the angel answered and
said unto the women, Fear not ye.”

Luke 1:11-13, “And there appeared unto him AN ANGEL OF THE LORD standing on the right side of the altar of incense.
And when Zacharias saw him, HE WAS TROUBLED, AND FEAR FELL UPON HIM. But the angel said unto him, FEAR

John.”

Genesis 28:10-18, “And Jacob went out from Beersheba, and went toward Haran. And he lighted upon a certain place,
and tarried there all night, because the sun was set; and he took of the stones of that place, and put them for his
pillows, and lay down in that place to sleep. And he dreamed, and behold a ladder set up on the earth, and the top of it
reached to heaven: and behold THE ANGELS OF GOD ascending and descending on it. And, behold, THE LORD STOOD
ABOVE IT, and said, I am the LORD God of Abraham thy father, and the God of Isaac: the land whereon thou liest, to
thee will I give it, and to thy seed; And thy seed shall be as the dust of the earth, and thou shalt spread abroad to the
west, and to the east, and to the north, and to the south: and in thee and in thy seed shall all the families of the earth
be blessed. And, behold, I am with thee, and will keep thee in all places whither thou goest, and will bring thee again
into this land; for I will not leave thee, until I have done that which I have spoken to thee of.
