Luke 9:52-55, “And sent messengers before his face: and they went, and entered into a village of the Samaritans, to 

make ready for him.  And they did not receive him, because his face was as though he would go to Jerusalem.  And 
when his disciples James and John saw this, they said, Lord, wilt thou that we command fire to come down from 
heaven, and consume them, even as Elias did?  But he turned, and rebuked them, and said, YE KNOW NOT WHAT 
MANNER OF SPIRIT YE ARE OF.” 

Ephesians 6:16, “Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith YE SHALL BE ABLE TO QUENCH ALL THE FIERY DARTS 
OF THE WICKED.” 

2 Corinthians 4:4, “In whom THE GOD OF THIS WORLD HATH BLINDED THE MINDS of them which believe not, lest the

 I. What Is An Evil Conscience? 
 1. Accusing Thoughts 

Revelation 12:10, “And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and the 

kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for THE ACCUSER OF OUR BRETHREN is cast down, 
which accused them before our God day and night.” 

 2. Enticing Thoughts 
Colossians 2:4, “And this I say, lest any man should beguile you with ENTICING WORDS.” 

 3. Jealous Thoughts 
Proverbs 6:34, “For jealousy is the rage of a man: therefore he will not spare in the day of vengeance.” 

Song of Solomon 8:6, “jealousy is cruel as the grave: the coals thereof are coals of fire, which hath a most 
vehement flame.” 

 4. Anxious Thoughts 

Philippians 4:6, “Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let 
your requests be made known unto God.” 

 5. Bitter Thoughts 
Hebrews 12:15, “Looking diligently lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness 

springing up trouble you, and thereby many be defiled;” 
Acts 8:23, “For I perceive that thou art in the gall of bitterness, and in the bond of iniquity.” 

Ephesians 4:31, “Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from 
you, with all malice:” 
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 6. Resentful Thoughts 
Genesis 18:25, “That be far from thee to do after this manner, to slay the righteous with the wicked: and 

that the righteous should be as the wicked, that be far from thee: Shall not the Judge of all the earth do 
right?” 

 7. Tormenting Thoughts 
1 John 4:18, “There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that 

feareth is not made perfect in love.” 

 8. Doubting Thoughts 
Matthew 13:58, “And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.” 
Hebrews 3:12, “Take heed, brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief, in departing from 

the living God.” 
 

 II. How Do We Get Delivered From An Evil 

Conscience? 
Exodus 12:22-23, “And ye shall take a bunch of hyssop, and dip it in the blood that is in the bason, and strike the 

lintel and the two side posts with the blood that is in the bason; and none of you shall go out at the door of 
his house until the morning. For the LORD will pass through to smite the Egyptians; and when he seeth the 

blood upon the lintel, and on the two side posts, the LORD will pass over the door, and will not suffer the 
destroyer to come in unto your houses to smite you.” 

2 Corinthians 10:4-5, “(For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling 

down of strong holds)  Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the 
knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ;” 

 1. Recognize You Have A Real Enemy 
1 Peter 5:8, “Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, 

seeking whom he may devour:” 

 2. Renounce The Hidden Deeds Of Dishonesty 
Ephesians 4:27, “Neither give place to the devil.” 

 3. Make Restitution With God 
Acts 24:16, “And herein do I exercise myself, to have always a conscience void of offence toward God, and 

toward men.” 

 4. Resist The Devil  
James 4:7, “Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.” 
Revelation 12:10-11, “For the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day 

and night.  And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and 
they loved not their lives unto the death.” 

Matthew 28:20, Lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world.” 

 5. Rejoice 
Psalms 22:3, “But thou art holy, O thou that inhabitest the praises of Israel.” 

 6. Renewal 
2 Corinthians 4:16, “For which cause we faint not; but though our outward man perish, yet the inward man 

is renewed day by day.” 
Ephesians 4:23, “And be renewed in the spirit of your mind;” 
Colossians 3:10, “And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of him that 

created him:” 

Romans 12:2, “Be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and 
acceptable, and perfect, will of God.” 

Romans 8:37, “Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us.” 

1 John 1:9, “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness.”
